Be-
fore it was cool
to be green,
Thermore was
offering  recy-
cled products,”
DiGirolamo said. “It is important to
us to provide a recycled product that
performs. It’s not enough to be green;
Thermore has to perform well.”

DiGirolamo added that Thermore is
committed to innovation. “We’re not
content to rest on our laurels, product
development and fiber technology is an
ongoing process,” he said.
